A Lawrence High
School graduate from the class of 1993, Longo
steadily advanced through the ranks from patrol
officer to his current role as chief, which he has
held since 2022.

Residents should be aware that if their dog is off a leash in
public areas a court summaons may be issued, except on their private property or at one of
the (2) dog parks in Lawrence Township.

feet inlength are not acceptable leashes to use while in public,
